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HE MEXICO SERVICE PROJECT offers high school men the opportunity to live solidarity by serving
the poor and less fortunate.

During the camp, volunteers spend some time each day
leading sports, teaching English and catechism classes, and
organizing other activities for the children. On weekends,
participants will have a chance to go on cultural trips and
hiking expeditions.
